Jolly Futures is an initiative taken by Mr. Chris Jolly, the CEO of Jolly Learning Limited to support 

developing countries like India. His flagship programme   captured the attention of 

many officers in government department. Initially they never encouraged us thinking this programme 

could be an extra task or waste of time for the officers and it can lead to confusion in teaching 

methodology of teachers. After the pilot study and the results obtained has made many officers in 

different states to accept the programme for scale up in the districts where it was on pilot. We had 

gathered enough evidence to prove the state for large scale roll-out. 

 

Jolly Futures was implemented in 11 districts in Tamil Nadu, 4 districts in Karnataka and 2 districts 

in Telangana. The word of mouth spread in couple of districts in the above districts about the 

programme implemented through Jolly Futures, which is Jolly Phonics. The FREE materials offered 

to schools and students was very attractive and useful. The training is one of the reasons the 

programme has witnessed impact in childrenôs reading and writing skills in English. The experienced 

trainers who worked with us been gaining more and more experience as they are working with us.  
 

The previous work was successful, and the impact was seen in children in government schools. The 

reading and writing skills in English using Jolly Phonics helped the children to improve. The given 

link will explain how the programme has far reached in few yearsô times.

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We hired 19 trainers to compete in 10 days. The travel to each venue took 1 to 2 hours for some 

trainers.  

On the day 1, the teachers came because they were asked to attend the training. They werenôt 

interested but they started showing interest by involving in activities, after an hour of interaction and 

introduction to Jolly Phonics. 

The impact of the training was not only seen during the post-test but soon after the next day of training 

were the teachers implemented in classroom and started sending us videos till date. The Director of 

SCERT, Mr. Pratap Reddy, Andhra Pradesh, appreciated the training given by our efficient trainers. 

There was overwhelming response from second batch onwards. A proceeding was sent to the districts 

to make their teachers attend the training even during an official holiday declared by the state. The 

state coordinator Ms. Sailaja requested to extend Jolly Futures to other districts in Andhra Pradesh.

The 

trainers showed the videos and pictures of the 

training to prove the active involvement of the 

teachers. The teachers were there until the end of the 

session. The team asked the coordinator to help us in 

identifying the training venues with the support from 

the local coordinators. Though our trainers are not 

native speakers they could manage to deliver 

effective training programme for the teachers.  

 

Obtained permission for state roll-out: 

The director of APSCERT Dr. Pratap Reddy, showed his interest in state roll-out. He is impressed 

with the feedback received from the districts implemented. He saw children blending words within a 

weeks time of the training. This was the impact of the training delivered by our efficient trainers. Dr. 

S.V. Gomathi briefed about the next year 

plan to the State Project Coordinator Ms. 

Sailaja after the discussion with the 

Director of APSCERT. 

She was eagerly waiting for the 

discussion because the programme had 

great impact in the teachers and students. 

Thus, we are working on delivering state 

roll-out in phase wise instead in one go. 

The Director is happy with the decision 

and asked for a training programme for 

their master trainers. It was suggested by Dr. S.V. Gomathi that the master trainers will have to 

implement practically in any one of the schools for a year to become confident in sharing their 

knowledge with their fellow teachers. This was agreed and we have started working out the training 

plan and quantity to print for the next academic year.  



Tamil Nadu:  This is the first state we trialled in government primary schools in Coonoor block, 

Nilgiri district. The impact of the programme was observed by many state, national and international 

experts and appreciated the reading and writing skills of children in some of the schools. We 

completed 11 districts since 2014 till 2021. The below report is about the recent roll-out in six 

districts.  

Kanchipuram: They managed to arrange training in each block. The trainers had to travel to every 

block for the training. This was planned to avoid TA and DA facilities to the teachers, which was not 

budgeted by the government. 

Trichy: We had to deliver the training in Trichy for larger group, which was accepted by the CEO. 

They arranged a separate venue for each participant. The venues were in private schools with all the 

required facilities.

The training plan for  ITK volunteers and teachers from Dindugul, Madurai, Villipuram, 

Ranipet and Trichy is as given below; 

The state gave us permission to pilot in 5 more districts ï Ranipet, Villipuram, Madurai, Dindugul 

and Trichy. The OSD of ITK Mr. Elambahavath IAS officer, has given permission to implement in 



ITK centres. Based on his approval, we planned to implement only in 500 centres in 5 districts as per 

the suggestion from the state. The programme was very well planned in collaboration with the state 

 

The above is the proceeding received from the SSA for training the teachers and ITK volunteers.

ITK training plan was drafted based on the suggestion from the state. The department gave us 

the batch size and accordingly the plan was drafted. This is the first time we are working at the 

state level in Tamil Nadu. The earlier rollouts were possible through the permission from the 

District Education Officer and the CEOs.
